Having cast his first vote for U. S.
Grant back in 1869 when that famous
general ipf the Union forces was
elected president of the United States
on the Republican ticket, Walter
Peer, who will be 88 years of age in
April, and-for the past 52 years a
well known resident of DenvOIe, is
looking forward to another Republi-
can victory next month.

Mr. Peer, who resides alone on the
Diamond Spring road in the home
that he has occupied for the past
half century, was bom hi 1847 at
Cedar Lake, which at that time was
only a vast wilderness, and went by
the name of Cranberry Lake. His
father was James Peer. Mr. Peer's
wife, Isabella Ridneor Peer died last
October and since that time Mr. Peer
has lived alone in- the old homestead.
He has six sons, namely, Sidney,
John, Albert, Randolph, Daniel and
Munson Peer,, all of .whom reside in
Di vflle with the exception of Albert
Peer, who makes his home in Rocka-
way.

Mr. Peer devoted many years of his
life in working on the old Morris
Canal extending from Phfllipsburg
to Jersey City. At the age of eight
years he hired out to ride a horse
on the banks of the canal, the animal
being used to drag the heavy freight
barges over the route. A man named
Joe Curland hired Mr. Peer for this
work and paid him the sum of four
dollars a month. He underwent many
experiences as a horse rider and in
later years he worked during the
spring and fall of each year with
other men in cleaning the canal. For
this work the wage scale was usually
one dollar a day, Mr. Peer says. The
canal boats, Mr. Peer said, would car-
ry from 60 to 80 tons of coal and
practically all of the shipping was
done by canal in those days in the
absence of the railroads. Horses and
mules were used to a good advantage
hi hauling the boats as steam was
tested and proved disastrous. It is
Interesting to note the great differ-
ence in the cost of shipping coal back
In the canal days as compared to the
present time. It is said that at this
time it costs about $100 to bring ^
fifty ton car of coal from Scranton

to Rockaway. By canal tbecharge for
transporting coal from '

area, owned and operated a "beer"
shop at what was then known as
Snuff Comers (Morris avenue) and
the place served as a landmark for
years. Mr. Peer himself was too
young to serve hi the Civil War hui
he had three older brothers who
fought throughout the conflict. They
were John, Theodore and Peter.

For a man of his advanced years
Mr. Peer has a most keen and ac-
curate memory. He recalls clearly the
events of his childhood and he can
talk long and interestingly of the
days when his uncle, Ira Peer, was a
large land owner to Denville and the
majority of houses were made of
stone, the roads a rough and rugged
path, the railroads stUl an experiment
and the greater part of traveling was
done by stage coach, and many other
scenes of pioneer days.

Mr. Peer is a sincere and honorable
Christian. He attends the Methodist
Church at Denville and is one of the
most highly respected members of
the congregation. Mr. Peer states
frankly that for years he was a so-
called "back slider" but now takes
great pleasure to his church and the
study of his religion. Among Mr.
Peer's treasured possessions can be
found an old shell horn used ex-
tensively to the days of the canal
by the boats to blowing for the open-
ing of locks and etc. The horn is
really simply a large snail shell but
serves it purpose perfectly. It Is
more or less of a feat to sound one of
these horns but Mr. Peer has little
difficulty to blowing it and making
it heard for a considerable distance.

Mr. Peer is an ardent-reader of
newspapers and magazines and de-
votes considerable time at this hob-
by.
