The announcement that the Re-
publicans had failed in their efforts
to unearth a candidate as a running
mate for Dr. Mott and thus com-
plete their ticket came as a com-
plete surprise to many members of
the club, who, like many others, be-
lieved that a candidate had been
selected and that his name would be
made public at the meeting. Mr.
Odierno told the club that several
prominent members of the party had
been requested to run for council-
man but they/had all refused, no
doubt, due to the lateness of the hour
to enter a political fight. Mr. Sedano
said that he had obtained a candi-
date but shortly before the meeting
this man had also reconsidered his
decision and had notified Mr. Sedano
that he was not going to run.

Considerable discussion took place
at the meeting and a few members
of the club criticised the action of
prominent Republicans for failin» to
nominate a complete ticket of candi-
dates who desired the office at the
primaries. Some of the club mem-
bers spoke highly of E. Arthur
Lynch and Floyd Hiler and there

In Rockaway
New Methods' tat Operation of Water

Department Beneficial—Mayor
Praises Biter

The present Common Council, ac-
cording to reports made public today,
have turned a deficit of J4.547.58 in
the operation of the water depart-
ment, into an actual cash surplus
covering the first ten months of the
administration. A portion of this
surplus, it is said, represents money
collected from old water bills while
the remainder has been brought
about by changes in billing and col-
lecting and a closer supervisloln of
the department's operation.

In discussing the matter Mayor
William Gerard, who describes the
welcome surplus in the department's
funds as the true result of "common
sense business methods," says that
the surplus was more remarkable be-
cause the water department during
the past ten months has purchased
and paid for a truck, bought a ma-
chine to address envelopes, and also

1 npent a few hundred dollars build-
|mg a new roof over the reservoir and
also cleaning the reservoir basin. A
small saving was also made, he ex-
plained, by cutting salaries of the
water superintendent and clerk.
Mayor Gerard states frankly that
the credit of placing the water de-
partment on a paying basts should
be given to Councilman Floyd Hiler,
chairman of the water committee.

Is Postponed
Held Over Until Next Saturday

Legality of Sale Questioned,
Is Claim

Rockaway's tax sale was postponed
last Saturday until a week from that
date, Saturday. Nov. 5.

No special reason was given for
the postponement but it is assumed
that the borough officials are anx-
ious to give all the delinquent tax-
payers as much chance as possible to
pay up their taxes before the prop-
erty is actually placed on the block.

There is, however, not a little dis-
cussion In the borough at the pres-
ent time regarding the legality of the
tax sale. Several have expressed
themselves as ready to challenge the
method of arranging for the tax sale
the minute the sale Is declared open.
The neglect to advertise the full list
of delinquents appears to be the
source of criticism to a large extent.
It is said that certain delinquents
who were advertised are planning to'
protest the neglect of advertising
others at the sale whenever it takes
place.

JAMES ONSTEAD FAVORED TO
WIN IN ROCKAWAY TOWNSHIP

Thomas Kiely, Republican, to Oppose Regular p . O. P.
Nominee OnsteaS—kiely Was Beat at Primarte**s~'

Onstead Looks Like
Apparently dissatisfied with the

outcome of the Republican primaries
When their candidate, Thomas Kiely,
was defeated for the-nomination of
township committeeman, supporters
of Mr. Kiely in Rockaway Township
are now conducting a campaign in
his behalf and his name will be writ-
ten in on the regular Republican or
stickers may be used for the purpose
of voting for Mr. Kiely. James On-
stead is the Republican nominee for
the office.

The Democratic nominee for of-
fice, winner unopposed at the prim-
aries, is William Long. Mr. Long's
supporters, mostly Democrats, are
putting forth every effort in his be-
half and the result is that Rocka-
way Township is engaged in a three
cornered political fight with Mr. On-
stead favored to win by a substan-
tial majority.

Mr. Onstead has beea on the
township committee for about thirty
years, not consecutive, and during
that period .of time he has proven
himself a most progressive member of
the governing body. A prominent
politician of Rockaway Township
said today, when speaking of Mr.
Onstead: "He is a good, square, hon-
est and upright citizen."

In the primary fight Mr. Onstead
defeated Mr. Kiely. by a good ma-
jority. Mr. Kiely resides on Mt.

Hope road, which is in the southern
district of the township.and this was
the only district favoring him at the
primaries. Mr, Onstead, a resident
of the western district which in-
cludes Mt. Hope and Middletown,
carried his district in the primaries
by a large vote and led his opponent
In the other district by a safe,mar-
gin. Mr. Long, Democratic nominee,
is a representative of the western dis-
trict of the township.

Political rumor has it that not a
few Democratic votes are swinging
over to the Onstead ranks and it is
generally predicted that there win
be considerable "splitting" of tickets
at the election. Supporters'of Mr.
Onstead are willing, if necessary, to
concede the southern district of the
township to Mr. Kiely and at the
same time feel confident that Mr.
Onstead will carry the election. A
few Republicans in the southern dis-
trict however are of the opinion that
Mr. Kiely may fall short of his an-
ticipated vote in that section as there
is a certain feeling of resentment
brewing because Mr. Kiely is bucking
the primary choice of the Republican
party.

Rockaway Township now has a
registration of about 1,400 voters and
over two-thirds of the registration
is enrolled under the a . O. P. ban-
ner.

Prosky Says
He Made Report

Engineer Tells Sidewalk Committee
He nied Report of

Expenses ^

The special committee appointed
by Mayor William Gerard at the last
meeting of the Common Council to
investigate the alleged encroachment
on private property in White Mead-
ow avenue by the Borough of Rock-
away when the sidewalks and curb-
ing was installed in that vicinity, re-
ceived a sharp setback at a meeting
Tuesday night which will probably
delay their efforts for some time.

The meeting took place at the
Municipal building and according to
members of the committee, Andrew
Prosky, who, at the time the side-
walks were built, was Borough En-
gineer, and outlined the building of
the walks, was invited to the meet-
ing and asked to furnish the com-
mittee -with a complete statement of
the expenses and costs connected
with the job.

Mr. Prosky, it is said, promptly
told the committee that he had fur-
nished such a statement at the com-
pletion of the Job and that if he was
required to furnish a duplicate
statement it would cost the Borough
of Rockaway plenty of money. Bor-
ough Clerk James May was asked,
about the matter and he said that
his records failed to show any state-
ment of the expenses of the work:
as filed by Engineer Frosky. This
situation, as developed at the meet-
ing .has attracted the attention of all
municipal officials and it is not un-
likely that a special meeting of the
Common Council may be held and.
the matter thrashed out.

The committee appointed, by
Mayor Gerard consists of Joseph H.
Jackson, Joseph Reese and George
Craznpton.
