Here Sunday

Blaze in Wall gtrertBeUeTed to Have

Ire' fhe origin of which* was of a
most susptaipus nature, damaged a
biuMlng loelted In Church Street, not
far from tile Town Hall, last Sunday
at 6:30 p. m. The building is com-
monly referred to as the "Rack-A-
Wack Club." The prompt arrival of
the fire department prevented a dis-
astrous Haze and the possible de-
struction of nearby property.

Officers of the flre department are
practically convinced that the flre
was of incendiary origin. Mrs. Han-
non, mother- of Police Recorder
Thomas Hannon, who resides hi a
portion of the building, discovered
the flre and ran out into the street
where her shouts attracted, attention
and an alarm was sounded. The flre
was to the lower rooms where a pile
of waste had apparently "been soaked
hi gasoline and Ignited. Gasoline
fumes were strong throughout the
building. The firemen also discovered
that a stream of gasoline had been
poured into the various rooms lead-
ing from the pile of waste. The flre
had spread to all the lower rooms
when the department arrived but'had
gained but little headway.

morning. Chief Rarlck refused to
comment as to the outcome of his
Investigation.
