is to have accomplished some of
the things we have told you from
time to time that we have done.

I heard that one person
said that the statement which ap-
peared in the Newark News a few
days ago to the effect that quite
a little of the borough's indebted-
ness had been paid off in 1932 and
that we still had a balance was
not true.

"Your borough Is ln a far bet-
ter financial condition today than
it was a year ago in spite of the
much talked of (and much felt
tool depression.

The present total indebtedness
of the borough, which Includes
the water bonds is $156,350.a re-
duction of $17,105.75 and if we
had not had to provide for the
unemployed situation It would
have been $19,205.75.

All of this reduction will be re-
flected in your tax bills. Your
taxes will be considerably lower
in 1933 and your mayor and thi
councilmen who sit around this
table are happy. Indeed, to hand
you this promise as a New Year1!
present.

"We told you a year ago tha
we would do a little reorganizing
in some of the departments, and
we have done so.

"As you know the billing sys-
tem has been changed. We bough
an addressograph to do this bui
the investment has been a. good
one as we expected. We cut down
the billing time at each bllllni
time by about ten hours which
enables the clerk to get your bill
out on time and the machine has
already paid for itself in the sav
ing in the cost of stationery an
postage.

"Extensive improvements havi
been made at the reservoir. I t is
like a little park up there now,
you should walk up and see it.
The reservoir Itself has been thor-
oughly cleaned and a new roof
built over. All of this work is
fully paid for.

"It has been suggested to me
hat it would be a good idea if
everal of the borough officers
ombined, hired an office and
Jred a clerk to receive people
ho want to transact business

lusiness with the borough.
•That plan will not do for sev-

:ral reasons. First, these officers
[o not receive enough salaries to

admit of their hiring a clerk and
lave much left to reimburse them
lor the responsibility that is
heirs. Secondly, when some one

goes to transact borough business
they want to consult some one
who can give them positive an-
swers right away and they do not
want to be told by some clerk that
the matter will have to be referred
to a superior for Judgment.

"This much needed improve-
ment can be brought about with-
out a cent of additional expense
to the borough in this way.

"At the expiration of the term
of the present collector of taxes
abolish that office as an elective
office Combine the offices of bor
ough clerk, collector of watei
rents and collector of taxes

"The amounts now paid as sal
arles for these offices will maki
when combined a decent salary
for a competent man to devote his
whole time to the borough's af
fairs.

"Dover and a number of othe:
places did this some years ago anc
it works out well.

"I tell you that you will neve:
get a full measure of efficiency ln
the handling of the borough's ac-
counts and dealing with the pub-
lic until this thing ls done.

It cannot come during my ad-
ministration but I sincerely hope
that who ever succeeds me will do
his best to bring this about.

We hope to do other things for
the betterment of the Borough
during the year but I would rather
talk about them after we have
put them across and proved them.

You have heard a lot within
the last few weeks about the pur-
chase of a property for Borough
use, looking mainly to the future.
