these have been given jobs and
many have secured work by thf
day or for several hours u week in
various homes Fifteen applicants
who were sent to places needing
help were not accepted

Mrs Wilbur Sutton. the chair-
man of the public welfare com-
mittee presents an extremely im-
posing report 237 people have
been given direct aid, and many
more have been helped Indirectly
$91.26 in money has been raised
and expended, and below Is a list
of articles that have been donated
and placed where needed.
