Meeting Last Night, Supposed To Be Stormy
Affair, Was “Peaceful And Serene”.

Mills Explains Budget.

It s doubtful {f the wave of a
magiclan’s wond could have creat-
ed & greater or more mystifying
change in the attitude of the
members of the Taxpayer's As-
sociation of Rockaway Township
towards the proposed budget for
1833 as outlined by the Township
Commitiee than the interval of
time between the meeting of the
Taxpayer's Assoclation held Wed-
nesday night and the session of
the Township Commitiee held
last evening. a pertod of 24 hours
by the clock on the kitchen wall.

Fired with a spirit of resentment
against practically every item in
the 1933 budget, the Taxpayer's
Asgociation on Wednesday even-
ing, were united in the belief that
there was “something wrong in
Denmark" and volced its deter-
mination to call for a “show-
down” on subjects that are too
numerous to mention. Criticis-
ing bitterly the actions of certain
members of their municipal gov-
erning body and hurling accusa-
tions right and left, which, f
quoted in the press, would have
no doubt caused an upheavel
among Rockaway Township citi-
zens with disastrous results for all
concerned, members of the Tax-

payers Assoclation forecasted that |

there would be plenty of 'fire-
works” at the Township meeting
the following night. Displaying
a belligerent attitude of “we'll
show ‘em plenty” these very much

‘Yaroused taxpayers were all set for

a good red hot stormy session last
night with the Township Commit-
tee.
What happened?

The Township Committee
adopted its 1933 budget and the
sesslon was serene and peaceful
in every respect. The predicted
hostilities on the night previous
suddenly transformed themselves
into one great wave of calmness
and composure. An{mosity was
humbled to a state of meekness
and eny attitude of antagonism
that might have been dwelling in
the minds of the taxpayers was
carefully concealed by an outer
countenance of pleasantry and
apparent bliss.  Forecasted by
several newspapers of Morris
County as probably developing In-
to one of the outstanding "hot”
budget sesslons in the county, the
meeting wes actually a most tame
and doclle affair with all busi-
nes being transacted in a brief
and satisfactory manner. An at-
torney, supposed to have been en-
gaged by the Taxpayers Associa-
tion to represent that body on a
legal question at the meeting., was
conspicuous by his absence.

Mills Answers Questions

The few questions asked by the
taxpayers at the meeting pertain-
ing to items in the budget were
promptly answered and explain-
ed by Attorney John H. Mills.
counsel for the Township. In
fact Attorney Mills took the "bull
by the horns” at the cpening gun
and called upon Township Clerk
Frank Howell to read the minutes
of the organization meeting which
took place on January 3, 1833.
The clerk complied with the re-
quest after which Attorney Mills

told the crowd that he under-.

stood there had been considerable
discussion In the papers and else-
where to the effect that the
Townshfp committee was not or-
ganized properly on account of its
