"SAVING SPACE" FOR PERMANENT TEETH

THE danger of neglecting in-
fected teeth has been heralded

far and wide; nevertheleBB many
children are allowed to retain ab-
scessed teeth because they are
"bnby teeth." Tho mistaken notion
back of this neglect is eagerness
to maintain space for the perma-
nent teeth, in spite of tho possibili-
ty of bodily harm.

It is sound practice to care for
the first teeth so that thoy are re-
tained the full time intended by

. nature to allow for the timely
eruption of the second teeth. This
can be done by giving tho child the
proper foods, Including plenty of
milk, vegetables and fruits, by as-
suring the child tho benefit of corn-
potent dental core, and by making
certain that the teeth are kept
clean. By taking those precau-
tions, the deciduous (first) teeth
can be retained in a healthy con-
dition.

But if the deciduous teeth are
diseased, if the teoth can not lio
filled or treated successfully, thoy
should be extracted. This sta'.c-
mont will bo supported by every
dental authority. I know of no
accepted authority In tho dontal
profession who advised tho reton-

.tion of diseased first teeth. Be-
cause some private dentists advise
this unscientific practlco for their

. patients I have questioned several
of tho leading specialists in cfill-
disn's dentlBtry on this subject.

Thoy were unanimous in condemn-
ing this practice. They pointed
out the probability of the infected
teeth '••uislrig systemic disorders
such us rheumatism, cardiac, ner-
vous and digestive disturbances.

As to the belief that tho diseased
"bnby" teeth will maintain the
proper place for the coming of tho
''second teeth," the reply of the
specialists Is that this can be ilone
far better with so-called space
malntainers. Those arc Inex-
pensive devices constructed by tho
dentist and attached to tho teeth
adjoining the Bpaces left vacant
by extracting tho teeth.

Dcfectivo deciduous teeth are
usually badly docayod and brokon
down RO that they do not kcop the
other teeth in poHitlon but allow
them to close In. Moreover, they
arc usually so scnsitlvo that the
child can not chew without pain.
As a result ho will bolt his food.

A parent who is unaware of the
dancrcra of infected temporary
teoth o'.urht to become hotter In-
formed on this subject.

Fundamentally, the trouble HOB
in not preventing tho defocts.
Therein lies the real solution: pro-
ventlon by healthful foods—in-
cluding plenty of milk, fruit and
leafy vegetables—during prenatal
period, during infancy and child-
hood, by early dental care and at-
tention to mouth hyglono,
