At about
10:30 a. m., a telegram was re-
ceived from the office of the Gov-
ernor of the state, A. Harry Moore,
as was sent to all New Jersey
banks, ordering the bank to close
at once and remain closed during
the duration of the holiday. This
of course was followed by the
proclamation from the President
of the United Btates.

Washington has taken
over the job of regulating the
banking systems. of .America
and Washington Is going to
come pretiy near protecting its
citizens, Of course we will
meet with a certain degree of
inconvenience. But in doing so
we have the consolation of
knowing that Uncle Sam is
safe-guarding our money and
there is no occasion’ for sense-
less panic. A person who
dashes to the bank to pull out
money is an enemy to himself
and everybody else. Frankly
speaking, since his government
has asked him to “take it easy”
for a few days, a citizen would
be a poor citizen if he ques-
tioned the soundness of his
 banking institution at this time
and demanded his money. We
stand to be better off than we
have been in the past four
years. It’s up to us ns Ameri-
cans to do our part and be as
loyal to our government as we
would be in time of actual war.
