The victim, dressed in black with
a shawl over her head, was cross-
Ing the road to the home of her
daughter, Mrs. Joseph Sullivan,
who resides almost directly across
the road from the Semancik resi-
dence. According to Prisk he saw
the woman crossing the road a-bout
100 feet ahead of his car and up-
on noticing her he immediately
swung his car to the left hand
side of the road to avoid hitting
her. Mrs. Semancik, who observed
the automobile at about the same
time she was spied by the driver,
apparently became panic striken
and Instead of standing still she
rushed directly into the path of
the machine.

Mrs. Semancik was knocked to
the pavement unconscious. B. J.
Levlne, operator of a gasoline sta-
tion nearby rushed to her assis-
tance. With the aid at others die
was placed in a car and rushed to
the hospital. She died before medi-
cal attention could be rendered.

Prisk was gTeatly moved by the
accident. He is well known both
in Dover and Denvllle and has
many friends who are anxious to
come forward ln his behalf. He
was arraigned before Police Re-
corder Hller in Netcong Wednes-
day morning and held on a tech-
nical charge of manslaughter for
the Grand Jury. State Trooper
Russell of the Netcong barracks,
made the investigation of the ac-
cident and held Prisk.

Mrs. Semancik was well known
in that section of Rockaway
where she resided. She was the
wife of John Semancik, who sur-
vives, with two daughters, Mrs.
Joseph Sullivan, Eockaway, and
Miss Elizabeth Semancik of Eliz-
abeth. Two sons, Carl and Ed-
ward, reside at the family home
here.

Funeral arrangements had not
been completed Wednesday night.

Rockaway Boro Council
Will Convene April 13

It Is likely that several import-
ant matters will come up for dis-
cussion at the next regular meet-
ing of the Mayor and Common
Council Council to be held here
Thursday evening, April 13.

Among these will be a report
from the committee appointed at
the last meeting to Interview of-
ficials of the Uondale Bleach,
Dye and Print Works, as to the
possibility of obtaining electric
power from the company at a
cheaper rate than that now paid
to the power company for service
in operating the municipal water
pumps. This committee Is com-
posed of Councilman Floyd Hller,
chairman of the water commit-
tee, and E. Arthur Lynch chair-
man of the street lighting com-
mittee. They Interviewed Lion-
dale officials some time ago on
the proposition qf selling electric
power to the Borough to operate
the pumps and It is understood
that the Uondale will make a re-
port on the matter at a later
date.

Other subjects that will come

before the Common Council is
the much discussed Elycroft pur-
chase. The Borough proposes to
purchase 35 acres of land owned
by the Elycroft farms and located
between the new and old state
highways near the western inter-
section at a cost of J3.50O with
a down payment of $600. A com-
mittee composed of Councilman
Hller, Lusardl, and Stone, It Is
said, Is prepared to make a sat-
isfactory report on the purchase
and recommend the same.

It is not far fetched to predict
that some discussion may take
place at this meeting regarding
the beer license question lp Rock-
away. It is assumed that state
legislation will be completed by
that time to the extent that the
municipalities may go ahead and
Issue licenses and attend to other
details ln connection with tlio
legal sale of beer.
