"Who are the children under
care of the Chlldren'ft Home-? Why
are< they there? Wheit uu ihcj
come from? Are they all orphans?
These and many other questions
are often asked {.hose in charge.
The last question may be answer-
ed very emphatically. No., there
are very few children under care
who are orphans.

Pint, they are children of Mor-
ris County residents who are de-
pendent on the county for sup-
port, the reasons for dependency
being many and varied. Late in
1931 Miss Mildred Seeley, supt. of
the home, made a study of child
dependency and Its causes. The
study covered the three year per-
iod prior to May, 1931, and set
forth the conditions within the
homes that caused the dependency
of 286 children, who passed under
care during that period. It was
found that almost half of the
children had lost their father or
mother and a few both, due to
death and one-third of the chil-
dren became dependent because
of ill health of one or both par-
ents. The children coming from
homes broken up because of death
or physical or mental Illnesses In
the parents made up over four-
flfths of the entire group. The
purely physical difficulties Includ-
ing deaths made up three-quarters
of the entire group. This Is signi-
ficant of many things. In the
first place, only one-flfth of the
dependent children come to the
institution from parents who were
sounM physically and mentally. Or
to put It another way, one-fourth
of the dependent children were

Increasing al the j
rate of about one hundred and
forty thousand annually, the Slule
Board of Health is charged with
the responsibility of the Kuardlan-
shlp of these statistics. Their
preservation Is u routine of the
first Importance.

David H Bouth of Trenton.
State Registrar, Is directly In
charge of this work He became
affiliated with the department In
1889 and for the past twenty-
seven years has officiated as Reg-
istrar, and chief of the bureau of
vital statistics.

"Perfection of the routine of
reporting vital records In New
Jersey has elicited the commen-
dation of Dr. T P. Murphy, chief

I Btatlstlclon of the Bureau of the
Census, Washington. D. C, New
Jersey ranks In the forefront of
the states, due to the accuracy of
Its vital statistics. Cooperation
of the local registrars In reliable
compliance with our regulations
has materially assisted In New
Jersey attaining Its commendable
status In the eyes of the Federal
authorities.

•The Bureau of Vital Statistic*
was formed fifty-five years ago
In conjunction with the original
State Board of Health. Records
of births, marriages and deaths

'from 1848 to 1878 were received
jfrom the Secretary of State, who
had been recelvl' from local of-
ficers each year lists of vital In-
formation concerning events
which occurred In their several
districts. The seven million rec-
ords now on file arc carefully
protected against destruction by
fire, as required by statute. Con-
stant reference Is made by the
searching force of the bureau and
others authorized to consult them
for legal, statistical and genealog-
ical purposes.
