Drive For Funds

Hope to Raise Sufficient Money to
Build Bleachers and

"Dug-Out"

Members of the Rockaway Ath-
letic Club are circulating petitions
this week among the business men
of Rockaway and other local cit
lzens for the purpose of obtain-
ing sufficient cash contributions
to erect a set of bleachers and
two "dug-outs" at Liberty Field
which will be the scene of base-
ball games this summer. The
diamond is used by both the high
school and the athletic club.

Officiate of the athletic club
point out that bleacher seats at
the field have been a long felt
want and to obtain this addition
to the field will result in larger
attendance to the ball games and
mote revenue. At present it is
practically impossible to collect
admissions from those who are
not inclined to pay to see the
game. There are no restrictions
whatsoever that will enable the
officials to keep the non-paying
customers off of the field. There
are some patrons at the game,
very much in the minority, who
donate when the customary hat is
passed among the spectators. The
majority of fans however treat
the appearance of this hat as a
signal to pass out of the picture
for a few moments. After the
hat canvasser has passed down
the line it is remarkable how soon
the departed spectator finds him-
self back on the sidelines. With
the erection of bleachers, officials
of the club point out, this condi-
tion would be eliminated to a
large extent and naturally more
tickets would be sold for each
game.

The necessity for "dug-outs" for
the players is also most import-
ant on any ball field. A "dug-
out" is simply a bench for the
players to sit on while awaiting
