Water supply '•ompanicB In New
Jersey are urging their customers
to Kivc better protection to the
v/attr meter, which is peculiarly
susceptible to damage because of
the low level at which it is gen-
erally located. Piles of coal and
discarded furniture and other
cellar debris are the chief causes
of damage to the water meter and
result in an annual loss of many
dollars. The water companies are
advising that thc meters be given
a clearance of two or three feet
above the cellar floor wherever
poeiible and be kept free from thc
hazard of careless storage.

The air-cooled gas refrigerator
has just made its appearance. It
is regarded as a notable improve-
ment over the water-cooled typo
that has achieved such success in
the past four years. Tests over
an extended period of time arc
said to have maintained an in-
terior temperature of 41 degrees
Fahrenheit in a room temperature
of 105 degrees. The gas refrigera-
tor is recognized as an efficient
and satisfactory method of arti-
ficial refrigeration.

The
owner of the appliance is also a
loser because the appliance Is so
often retired from use and set in
a corner. It will pay the user of
electricity to get good cords and
take cart of them.
