Heeds Requests of Members of Local G. O. P.
Club, Who Insisted He Withdraw From
Councilman Race to Head Ticket

is no longer a candidate for that
office.

In other words the Republican
voters in casting their ballots for
the three candidates at the pri-
maries will proceed as follows:

“Write the name of Arthur W.
Fox under the office headed May-
or, the first item on the right
side of the ticket. After writing
the name of Arthur W. Fox place
an X in the square provided for
the purpose in the same space.
It pasters or gummed stickers are
used then it will simply be nec-
essary to place the sticker in the
same space where otherwise the
name would be written. The X,
of course, will have to be marked
in the square. The next two
names on the ballot will be those
of William G. Stone and Manuel
Sedano, candidates for Council-
men. Place an X in each square
beside each name, The next name
in this column will be Arthur W.
Fox. Simply disregard the name
on the ballot.”

The announcement by Mr. Fox
that he had withdrawn from the
Council race to become a candi-
date for Mayor was described by
Republicans today as a splendid
“bit” of political strategy that
would serve as “oil on the boiling
waters” especially among the
Republicans supporting Stone or
| Bedano for Councilmen. Both of
these candidates have a strong
following and not a few of these
voters have been aroused over the
presence of a third candidate in
e fleld for Councilman. On the
other hand a number of those
favoring Mr, Fox for the nomina-
tion of Conuciiman were equally
opposed to one or the other two
candidates. By withdrawing from
the Councilman race, Republicans
on all sides agree, Mr. Fox has
eliminated considerable opposi-
tion, clarified the political atmos-
phere as far as the Republican
primaries are concerned, and

‘paved the way for a complete Re-
{publican ticket uncontested and
.in accord with the general senti-
ments of the party itself.

“We are ready now to nomin-
‘ate our ticket without a contest
iat the primaries,”’ a prominent
“Rjepublican said today, “and we
will escape the penalty of suffer-
ing the re-action of a hittterly
fought primary election. Mr. Fox
deserves the admiration of the
entire party for his timely ac-
tion.”

Mr. Fox had previously been
mentioned as a candidate for
Mayor but did not warm up to the
plan until about two months ago
at which time he told the Rock-
away Republican Club that he

man Willlam G. Stone, although
never officially announcing him-
self, was also described as a can-
didate for the office of Mayor at
about the same time Mr. Fox
made his announcement. Short-
ly afterwards Mr. Fox withdrew
his candidacy in favor of Coun-
cilman Stone only to have the
latter follow suit which again left
the office open as far as possible
candidates were concerned.

This maneuvering, no doubt,
was directly responsible for the
"three-cornered fight scheduled
‘for Councilman at the primaries
iwhich has now been avoided by
the withdrawal of Mr. Fox to be-
come a candidate for Mayor.

Unopposed, Councilman John
Crane is the candidate for the
nomination of Mayor on the
Democratic ticket. Councilman
Crane filed petitions following a
1“split" between Mayor William
Gerard and other members of the
Democratic party over the fusion
ticket plan as recommended by
Mayor Gerard. The Democrats
as near as could be learned, are
not attempting to run any can-
didates for the nomination of
‘ Councilmen.
