Wonder Why Liondale or Bor-
ough Have Falled
to Act

“What has happened to that
offer of the Liondale Bleach, Dye

and Print Works to furnish the|

Borough of Rockaway with suffi-
cient electric power to operate its
water pumps at a cheaper price
than now being paid to the New
Jersey Light and Power Company
for the same service?”

Not a few local citizens, who
have followed with interest the
struggle of other municipalities to
get cheaper rates for power, have
been asking that question during
the past few days but apparently
have realized but little, if any sat-
isfaction, as far as an accurate
answer is concerned. Certain mem-
bers of the Common Council are
also wondering just what its all
about and why the proposition
has never been presented in con-
crete form for official considera-
tion.

“As far as I know” a member of
the Common Council said today,
“there has been nothing done
about the matter with the excep-
tion of an interview with Lion-
dale officials by a committee ap-
pointed by Mayor William Gerard.
The outcome of this interview is
something that I know nothing
about.”

The interview in question was
had several weeks ago when
Councilman Floyd Hiler, chair-
man of thé water committee, and
Councilman E. Arthur Lynch,
chairman of the light committee,
visited the Liondale offices and
conferred with Harry R. Watson,
executive head of the corporation,
as to the possibilities of the con-
cern furnishing the Borough with
electric power for its pumps. In
the committee’s report the impres-
sion was conveyed that the next
move would be made by the Lion-
dale as it was understood by the
committee that the Liondale had
consented to make & study of the
plan and submit & report to the
Mayor and Common Council of
its findings.

This report has never been sub-
mitted and from reliable sources
comes the information that there
is but little likelihood of such ac-
tion taking place on the part of
the Liondale.

Generally speaking the entire
affair has been described as &
“forgetten issue.” In some chan-
nels members of the local munic-
ipal governing body have been
sharply criticised for what has
been referred to as “their lack
of interest in the matter.,” It is
a fact that some members of the
Council are much more enthus-
fastic over the proposition of ob-
taining cheaper light rates than
other members.
