Local and State Police Busy
Here and In

Denvllle

White Meadow Owners
To Hear Damage Report

Commissioner of Assessment to Meet Property
Owners Claiming Sidewalk Encroach-
ment Damage, Wednesday, June 21st

A general move on the part of
state police, motor vehicle Inspec-
tors and municipal police, to curb
speeding and reckless driving In
Rockaway and Denvllle was
launched a few days ago and re-
sulted In a number of arrest* an
well as a noticeable decline In the
number of violators since the word
was passed out that the police
were busy and on the Job,

On State Highway Route No. 6,
especially between the two Rock-
away Intersections where many
accidents have occurred during the
past two years and three or four
persons have been killed out-
right, Chief of Police Alfred Rar-
lclc has been doing considerable
duty In an effort to check the mad
speeding; In that section of the
highway. State police have also
been patrollng that vicinity and
making numerous arrests.

The volunteer police force of
Denvllle last week, apparently fig-
uring that their community
should not be considered an a
aecond Indianapolis npcedw((y,
made a number of arrests for
speeding and other violations.

The majority of canon heard be-
fore Recorder Mablc have been
subject to a severe lecture from
the court. Recorder Mabie has
told the defendants that the po-
lice are determined to stop this
practice of excessive speeding on
the highway and reckless driving.
Calling attention to the number
of accidents in the part of the
highway between the Intersections
known as "Death Valley" Recorder
Mabie has stated that from now
on all defendants brought before
him for speeding or reckless driv-
ing will receive the limit In fines
or Jail sentences,

About three weeks ago Thomas
W. Redmond, of Rockaway, won
killed near the Denvlllc-Rockuway
line on the state highway when
he attempted to cross the road
and was struck by an automobile.
The next day Lloyd Mnrston, 17-
year-old high school Htudcnt of
Indian Lake was killed by a truck
In the some vicinity.

The deaths of these two pedes-
trians together with tho many
serious accidents that have oc-
curred along this stretch of high-
way resulted In a voice of protest
from many citizens including the
local Chamber of Commerce. For
months the Chamber of Com-
merce has attempted to persuade
the Btate Highway Commission
to do something to reguliitc the
traffic conditions on the highway
but met with little If any success.

However, following the fatal ac-
cidents of last month, a group of
motor vehicle officers commenced
to patrol the highway and scores
of arrests were made. '""•*•
