From present indications this
crowded condition at the school
during the past year will be much
more predominant next fall due
to the increased enroliment that
appears to be assured at this time.
I estimating this enrollment it
can be figured that as far as local
students are concerned the same
number leaving high school, which
is 48, will be offset hy the pres-
ence of 48 students graduating
from Grammar School this week
and entering high school in the
fall. Rockaway Township, with
over seventy students enrolled in
