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New Cotton Textile Code
Affects Liondale Plant

Local Cotton Concern May Have To Adjust
Hours. Wage Scale Higher Than Code

The Liondale Bleach, Dye and
Print Work*, prominent local In-
dustry, will be affected by the re.
c«ntly adopted Cotton Textile
Code by the Federal Government,
the first under the National Re-
covery Act, only as far as hours
are concerned.

Harry R. Watson, executive
head of the corporation, said
Tuesday that it would probably
be necessary to make certain ad-
justment* in order to comply with
the 40 hour week as specified in
the code for all mill employees.
Beyond that, he said, he did not
set at this time where the code
would affect the local concern.

The minimum wage of $13.00.
for workers ln the cotton industry
ln the north as set forth ln the
code is far below the wage scale
that has been in force at the Lion-
dale for many years.

Mr. Watson said that he be-
lieved the cotton textile code was
a good thing and that it would
greatly benefit the industry as a
whole. He said that the cotton
industry itself has been exper-
iencing considerable hardship
during the past three or four
'ears and that its leaders had no

alternative but to give their ap-
proval to the adoption of the
code. He said that his only ob-
jection to the code, as far as he
could understand just at this time,

On a wrsoncl
lour of iht South during trw past i
winter, Mr. Watson discovered
numerous mills where spinners
and other employees on cotton'
goods were receiving a wage of;
ten cents per hour for their work.'
Such conditions, it is claimed
by the Northern textile industrial
leaders, makes it Imposcibh for
Northern Industries to compete
with the Southern manufacturer.

However
allow us to present the opinion
of a local citizen who has made
more or less of a study of the
project and is of the opinion
that he speaks on good author-
ity. He says:

"I figure that it will cost not
more than $200,000 to sewer
• his borough. If this money is
borrowed from the Reconstruc-
tion Finance Corporation at the
• ate of 4 per cent, and 1 under-
stand it .may be borrowed at
that rate iothers declare the
rate would be at least 4V2 per
cent) It would mean $8,000 a
year Interest to be raised in the
budget. This figure, incidently,
does not equal the amount
saved in the present budget by
the local Board of Education
which I believe was $10,000.

"If the Borough raises the
same amount In its budget next
year as was raised this year,
Plus the interest payment of
«8,000, the tax rate wil] be ap-
proximately $6.00 per 100 as-
sessed valuation. In 1932 the
tax rate was $6.55 per 100 and
this year it is $5.46 per 100 as-
sessed valuation. In other words
if the $8,000 Interest was al-
lowed for in the next budget
the rate of assessment In taxes
would increase approximately
54c per 100 assessed valuation."

P. T. A. SUMMER ROUNDUPS

A LL over the country Parent-
Teacher Associations are nc-

tively engaged in conducting sum-
mer roundups of pre-school chil-
dren. The purpose of these pro-
ject! U to have every child receive
a medical and dental inspection.
If parents will cooperate in this
work by attending to all defects
discovered in these examinations,
the children will receive great ben-
efits.

The children included in these
examinations are usually from
three to six years of age. During
this period the youngsters have all
their "baby" teeth. The older chil-
dren (five and six years of age)
have the "si:/ year" molars, which
are second or permanent teeth.

Dental Inspection at this time is
extremely important If the "baby"
teeth arc normal, they will be of
much help to the permanent health
of the mouth and teeth. On the
other hand, if they are erupting in
poor condition and decaying easily
It is evident that the child Is either
pot receiving the proper foods or

that nis body Is not utilizing the
foods he does obtain.

Parents can be sure that decayed
teeth do not "just happen." There
is always a cause. In the majority
of instances it is faulty diet.

All dieticians agree that cverj
child should get a quart of milk t
day; that orange juice and tomatt
juice should be given children foi
Vitamin C. It is advised that all
children obtain Vitamin D froit
sunlight and if thin does not supplj
sufficient of this vitamin, cod-liver
oil, halibut oil, or similar prod'
ucts should bo prescribed by a phy
siclan. Fruits, vngvtnble*, wl•&
grain cereals, fish, ment, butter and
other foods should be included.
