Two electrical engineers, both ]

offering a different plan whereby
Rockaway might obtain electrici-
ty at a cheaper rate than is now
pald to the New Jersey Power &
Light Company, engpged in a
lengthy conference with the Bor-
ough lighting committee last night
at the Moosehead Tavern, in East
Main street, with the result that
Councilman E. Arthur Lynch,
chairman of the committee, and
Councilmen John H. Crane and
Wwilllam G. Stone, his colleagues,
will probably make recommenda-
tions to the Common Council at
the meeting this evening that one
of the engineers be hired to make
a survey of the Borough within
the immediate future. The fact
that the Borough’s contract with
the power company expires, Dec-
ember 31, 1633, and a thirty day
notice must be given to the power
company if the Borough decides
to discontinue with the company
servic», makes it imperative that
promp action takes place in mak-

ing the survey and, if possible,
obtaln another scource for elec-
tric power.

The engineers at the meeting
were Edward J. Kates, of New
York City, secretary of the Amer-
ican Boclety of Engineers, who
advocates the Diesel engine pian
of municipal lighting for Rocka-
way, and Robert J. Gordon, of
Dover, a member of the Ameri-
can .Bociety of Engineers, who is
of the opinion that Rockaway

Mr. Kates first appeared before
the committee early in the even-
ing and for two hours he care-
fully outlined the merits of the
Dicsel plan and cited numerousi
reasons why it was Rockaway’s |
best proposition in obtaining elec-
tricity at a cheaper rate than
pald to the utilities.

Certificate Also Necessary for
Beauty Parlor Hair
Cutiers

And now its the barbers!
Yes sir, Watson, the corner bar
ber shop, according to the new
state regulations, is going to be
an aliogether different establigh-
ment in the future if it continues
-to do business, and its proprietor,
no matter how capable or guali-
fled he may be when it comes tg
discussing politics, horse racing or
the weather, will find himselt
facing many rigid requirements
heretofore unknown to the knights
of the razor.
It appears that under the pro-
visions of the Pascoe Act, which
goes into effect this month, the
proprietors of these tonsoral em-
poriums, or barber shops if you
insist, must show that they have
been “scraping” along for more
than three years when it comes
to experience and with this first
qualification they may have the
privilege of simply filling out &
four page questionnaire about
their past record and sending it
to the state accompanied by a six
dollar license fee.. Don't forget
the six smackers Roger! This all
may seem sort of tough on your
pal, the barber, but just the same
he is getting repald to a certain
extent for having to cough up this
license fee by a provision in the
law affecting the beauty parlor
. .. . long considered keen com-
petitors to the boys who barber for
a living and have got the nerve
to admit it. With the enactment
of the new law it appears that
female persons practicing hair and
beauty culture in beauty shops do
not have to obtain a license but
male persons will have to obtain
a license. Furthermore females or
males, in a beauty parlor, if they
pick up ye old shears and take a
pass at a customer’s head in view
of cutting the hair or trimming
the beard for cosmetic purposes,
will be looked upon as simply a
“barber” and nothing else and
will have to be licensed accord-
ingly.

Any barber shop, after Aug. 15,
will have to have at least one reg-
istered barber to be able to con-
