Over 100 Years Old

Local Religious Institution Was Founded

September 6, 1832 — History Told

Much useful information is lost
to the church and to the world
for want of a record of the early
settlement . and progress of the
churches. In many instances one
will come upon a dlace of worship,
possibly in a small country town
or hamlet, whose very appearance
speaks plainly of age, history, and
years of gallant and noble service
for the betterment of the citizens
of is community. The record of
any church is sacred in itself.
The names of Its congregation
represents the pure Christlian
stock of the community it is serv-
ing or has served in the dim past.
Such records are valuable, far be-
yond the price measured in gold,
and once lost are gone forever.

Rockaway, it can be sald, is for-
tunate in having a carefully pre-
served record of one of its
churches that was established
over a century ago . .. the Pres-
byterian Church of Rockaway.
This church was dedicated Bep-
tember 8, 1832, and next month
will attain its 101st anniversary.
Through the courtesy of a friend

of the Rockaway Record this
paper, in a series of installments,
commencing with the present is-
sue, will publish this historical
record, as compiled in 1833 at the
request of the members of the
organization of the church.

CHAPTER ONE

The Presbyterian church at
Rockaway may be said to have
been founded about the year 1766
although the (irst meeting house
(of wood) was raised in Beplem-
ber, 1752. The bullding was the
united effort of many denomina-
tions and considerable sums were
given by other congregations. The
plous Colone!
