More than 1,500 employees of
the Jersey Cenrtal Power and
Lght Company, second largest
utility in the state, are affected
by the company's support of the
National Intdustria] Recovery
Administration, enterted into this
week when both the electric and
gas codes of the Recovery Act
were signed.

Provisions of the Act as to sal-
ary increases and the taking on
of additional employees, are now
being put into effect. Thirty-
seven more employees have begun
work and approximately eighty
will be added as fast as they can
be engaged and trained. The
policy has been adoped of engag-
ing former employees where pos-
sible.

The codes will provide a pay-
roll increase of approxmately
$120,000 a year, bringing the total
annual payroll to in excess of
$2,348,000, or about $20,000 a
month. This money is paid out
locally. The company is also dis-
bursing, mainly locally, preferred
stock dividends of $1,346,233 a
year to 10,525 individual stock-
holders. This means that "It is
disbursing in the New Jersey com-
munities in which it operates,
more than $30,000 a month.

Supplies Are Ordered
For Picatinny Arsenal

Picatinny Arsenal, according to
reports during the past week, is
rapidly on the gain and before
long practically all of the 600
furloughed employees will be back
on the Job.

It is said that in line with the
Increasing demands throughout
the regular army establishments
for more ammunition the federal
government has entered into
three contracts for the supply of
brass forglngs for the Ordnance
Department's \arge ammunition
plant at Picatinny Arsenal. A to-
tal of 354,623 pounds of various
sizes and types of the brass forc-
ings will be delivered to Picatinny
Arsenal under the terms of the
contracts, it has been announced
from the office of Assistant Sec-
retary of War for Procurement,
after receipt of ft dispatch from
Lieut. Col. A. J. Stuart, U. S.
Army, commandant of the ar-
senal. Total cost of the forg-
ings will be $60,374.80, It wns
learned, The companies awarded
the contracts for the supply, and
the prices are: The Bonn Alumi-
num and Brass Corporation, of
Detroit, $30,078.89; the Mueller

Brass Company of Port Huron,
Mich., $20,502.59; and the Sco-
ville Manufacturing Company of
Waterbury, Conn., $8,904.32.

In another contract announced
for ammunition supplies for Pic-
atinny, the Western Felt Works,
of Chicago, will supply the arsen-
al with 410,000 felt adapter wash-
ers, and 410,000 other type felts,
at a total cost of $1,020.90.

In accordance with the govern-
ment's program to balance its
budget last May the war depart-
ment received drastic reductions
in its budget which at one time
seriously threatened the jobs of
hundreds of hands at Picatinny
Arsenal. Municipalities through-
out the Picatinny area, however,
united in combating the unemploy-
ment situation that appeared as-
sured at the time. A committee
journeyed to Washington and fin-
ally relief was realized thru the
national recovery program which
has enabled the arsenal to con-
tinue operation on a fairly large
scale and recall a number of em-
ployees who had previously been
furloughed.

In Poor Relief

Downward Trend in Cart of
Needy Cases Noted Durlnr

July

County Welfare Board
Reports Its Expenditures

Word was received late this
afternoon from Hackettstown
stating that the firemen's parade,
scheduled to take place in that
city Aug. 25, had been postponed
until Sept. 1. All fire departments
please note.

According to the semi-annual
report of the Morris County Wel-
fare Board, expenditures for the
first six months of the year are
$24,191 less than the amount ap-
propriated by the Board of Free-
holders. Considerable doubt as
to the worth of the board is said
to have been allayed by the fig-
ures. The welfare organization
spent only $200,604 of an appro-
priation of S224.795 which was
$16,705 less than the amount
originally proposed to the Free-
holders. Administration expenses
were $8,507 for the six months
period ending June 30. Morris
with two other counties of the
State, decided in the fall of 1931,
to place its charities in the hands
of the welfare board.

Agencies under the jurisdiction
of the board include old age re-
lief, outdoor support, welfare
house, county farm, and crippled
children, The board nlso inves-

tigates applications for relief in
the Morris County Children's
Home, various state institutions,
tuberculosis preventorium. tuber-
culosis hospital, and state board
of children's guardians.

Primarily the board Is interest-
ed in dispensing permanent re-
lief leaving problems of tempor-
ary relief to the various munic-
ipalities. Several cases which
were found to come under the
temporary relief classification
have been investigated.
