Hoagland Foundry
Had $50,000 Blaze

l’a‘t'tcrn Building Leveled by
Firc of Unknown Origin
Saturday Night

Chief Chewey Praised

Fircmen Save the Nearby
Wooden Structures by
Prompt Response

Pire, of unknown origin, at about
8:30 last Baturduy night, leveled the
pattern storage building of the M.
Hoagland’s Bons Foundry, in Foun-
dry street and seriously threatened
to destroy other wooden structures
within the immediate vicinity before
the firemen had the flames under
control. The estimated Joss was said
to be from $40,000 to 850,000, It is
understood that there was some in-
surance on the property.

The fire, one of many blazes oc-
curring on the foundry property since
the industry has been in operation,
was discovered by Harry Youngs, a
nearby resfdent. He telephoned the
alarm from the Willlam Gerard drug
store and the firemen made a quick
run to the scene. Five hose lines,
two at the rear and three at the
front of the buflding, were soon put
into play on the burning structure
which by this time was a mass of
flames, Realizing that the bullding
wus doomed the firemen directed
their efforts in preventing two other
wooden bulldings within o few feet
of the pattern bullding from catch-
ing fire, Both of these bulldings
were saved from any serious damage.

The pattern house contained many
hundreds of patterns some of them
over 100 years old, Many of these
patterns were considered very valu-
able und in some instances, it 14
suld, It would cost considerable
money to replace them,

The efficient manner in which the
firemen extinguished the blaze and
prevented other property damage was
the subject of favorable comment
following the fire, espectally among
business men along the street, The
fire was the first mafor alarm an-
swerggl by the local department since
George Chewey assumed the duties
of chief of the organization this
month, Many onlookers remarked
about the lack of confusion in the
ranks of the firemen while they were
fighting the blaze and the cool and
collected manner shown by Chief
Chewey in direction operations.

Sign Pledge, He Urged

Appealing to the citizens of the
Borough of Rockaway to sign the
N.R.A. pledge and become partners
with President Franklin D. Roose-
velt of the United States in combat-
ing the depression and restoring this
country, the richest in the world, to;
its former state of prosperity and|
haeppiness, Councilman John J. Lu-
sardi, speaking from the bandstand
in Wall street to over 500 interested
listeners following the N.R.A, parade
last Tuesday night, dellvered what
has been. described as one of the
most stirring and patriotic addresses
ever heard by a Rockaway sudience.

Councilman Lusardi, who was in-
troduced by J. Oscar Johnson, presi-:
dent of the Rockaway Chamber od
Commerce, traced carefully the ef-|
fects of the depression during the;
past four years. He told of the great
suffering of numanity during thisa’
period and the tragic adverse condi- |
tions in the business world. The |
fact that Councilman Lusardt was)
speaking to an cutdoor audience and
often his words were scarcely audible
due to traffic nolses, did not distract |
the attention of his listeners in the
Jeast, Concluding his address by say-
ing that the Americans of today have
been called upon to face the most|
eritical test since the nation was
founded, Councilman Lusardi left the
platform with deafning applause and
blowing automobile horns roaring
approval of his splendid and most
comprehensive discussion on the Na-
tional Recovery Act, the Blue Eagle,
and just what it meant to the
American people.

Councilman Lusardi’'s address was
as follows:

“There {8 upon our soil now, and
has been for nearly four years an
enemy asg destructive as an invading
army “depression.” It stole upon us
slowly, quietly at first without many
of us knowing it was here, But now
it has over-run our entire land.
Every man, woman and child in
America knows its presence and tens
