Opposition Voiced
To New Tax Law

Mayor John Roach, Jr., of Dover
HBays New Law Is
“Ridiculous”

A recent law enacted by the 1833
Legislature providing for a revision
in the tax collection system of this
state appears to be the subject of
not a little criticism from municipal
officials throughout New Jersey.

Mayor John Roach, Jr., of Dover,
at a meeting of the municipal gov-
erning body of that city this week
scored the law as the “most ridicu-
lous law ever passed.” Mayor
Roach expressed his opinfon after
a reading of & formal notice from
J. Thayer Martin, state tax com-
missioner, in which Dover was or-
dered to change its collection meth-
ods. The new law makes it imper-
ative that instead of the semj-annual
payment of taxes in June and Dec-
ember, taxpayers will be required to
pay four times yearly, the due dates
falling on February 1, May I, Aug-
ust 1, and December 1. The notice
also informed the Dover fathers
that all 1934 bills must be distri-
buted to taxpayers December 1 of
this year. B8ince municipal and
county budgets are rarely adopted
before mid-January it will be im-
possible in many cases to render a
true bill to the taxpayer on that
date. The new law, apparently to
overcome this discrepancy, author-
izes the tax collector to make up
bills for the succeeding year on the
basis of the prevlous year's budgets
and tax rate. In the event that
taxes are lowered, the Iaw provides
that due eredit will be nllowed after
the budgets are adopted.

Muyor Rosch belleves that these
provisions in the new law will cause
taxes to become delinquent three
months in adance of previous due
dates and will take away the cash
discounts allowed taxpayers who

pay in advance at the present time.

Louis Company as
a result of its voluntary reduction of
electric rates by about 17.5 percent.

A, Ray-
mond Travis, Jr, executive secre-
tary of the League, immediately
wrote to 8t. Louis asking for a copy
of the rate schedule now in force.
The reply has just arrived from L. H,
Egan, President of the 8t. Louls
Company. He states: “We are mak-
ing this reduction on prospects of
obtaining more business as a result
of the lower rates will have for cus-
tomers.

“The average saving of the do-
mestic consumers will be about 20.5
percent. This includes the 3 per-
cent federal tax, which the consume
ers have been paying, but which,
under the new rates, will be absorbed
by the company.”
