The new foundations, of course,
are of concrete. Three feet of con-
crete was laid underground in start-
ing the foundations at a width of
three and one half feet. Four feet of
concrete appears above the ground
and the width tapers down to twenty
inches and on this foundation rests
the tremendous weight of hundreds
of tons. The structure, measuring 10
feet in length, 22 feet in width, and
60 feet in height from the bottom of
the pit to the roof, contains eleven
bins in which to store coal. Approxi-
mately 1,000 tons of coal can be con-
