tain fssues and pay the penalty at
the hands of the misinformed voters
at the poils this Fall,

There 18 no doubt about it, party
leaders agree, Rockaway is going to
experience a spirited Mayoralty elec~
tion in November according to the
early signs that have appeared on
the political horizon during the past
few weeks. Indications are that there
will be no contest for the two Coun-
cil berths to be filled inasmuch as
william G. Stone and Manuel Se-
dano, incumbents seeking reelection,
were unoppesed at the G. O. P, pri-
‘mary last May and as a result both
received the nomination. The Demo-
crats, placing no candidates in the
‘fleld for Councilmen at their own
’prlmmlcﬂ showed plainly that they
were willlng to endorse Stone and
Sedano and by so doing make it pos-
sible for them (o lend their undivided
support and efforts in electing Coun~
cilman John Crane, Demacratic
nominee for Mayor, at the polls in
November. Arthur W, Fox is the Re-
publican candidate for Mayor having
ireceived the nomination to that of-
Iflce at the May primary. In predict-

test between Crane and Fox at the
election this Fall for the job of head-
Ing the local government, party Jead-
ers have formed their opinfons, to-
some extent, on a  serles of past.
