Southern part, and one
come to Newark for distribution In
the Essex County area. It Is the
first consignment of the 2000,000,000
pounds of pork purchased from the
Agricultural Adjustment Adminis-
tration by the Federal Relief Ad-
ministration for distribution to re-
lief agencies in all States.

While New Jersey h#s the distinc-
tion of being the rirst State to for-
mally apply for its allowmente, it Is
also the first State to have the in-
tense problem of distributing tho
pork in small quantities to homes
in every city, town and hamlet with-
in Its boundaries. Jersey's total al-
lotment is 2,600,000 pounds.

The problem Involves packing the
pork In three and six pound lot:.,
approxmately 700,000 packages In
all and distributing them to almost
as many homes. It entails motor
transportation, warehousing and re-
frigeration, the latter, because the
pork Is salted—not brined.

While this problem may be imag-
ined as a simple one, it was by no
means easy of solution. In this
predicament. Col. Joseph H. Blgley,
head of the State Relief Adminis-
tration's department of Standards
and research, called to his assistance
a committee of wholesale grocers
representing independent and chain
stores In all parts of the State.

Afer hours of detailed discussion
concerning the methods to be used,
Col. Blgley and his committee ar-
rived at a general plan of distribu-
tion. The only expense will be nom-
inal transportation charges. (The
grocers will contribute their facili-
ties in handling the meat. There
are approximately 7.500 approved
grocers large and small In the State.
About 60 per cent of them are In-
dependents.

Considerable importance was at-
tached to the conference because
experience in New Jersey, the first
State to actually handle the pork,
might be utilized In other States.
The idea of distributing it from
depots In municipalities was reject-
ed.

The plan In general is to have the
meat shipped from packing plants
in the West to storage warehouses
In the State. To each wholesaler
will be allocated a number of stores
which he can serve most conven-
iently and at a minimum cost. The
wholesaler will then receive from
the Belief Administration an order
upon a warehouse in his territory
for such quantitie as will be served
through his customer.

In retail stores his meat will be
distributed on special orders, en-
tirely different from the regular re-
He/ orders issued by the 8tate Ad-
ministration. The quantity to be
received by each client and how fre-
quently will be governed by Individ-
ual requirements, state Relief of-
ficials at their headquarters here
estimate that the . entire train load
will be distributed to the several
municipalities inside of two weeks
and that the supply will be con-
sumed within a fortnltjht.
