Issues Statement

Rummage Rales Are Being Con-
ducted in Violation of Code,
Is Claim

Numerous inquiries during the past’
few days as to what requirements,.
if any, from a health standpeint,.
must be recognized by organizations,.
societies, or other groups, in sponsor--
ing rummage sales, has prompted
the Board of Health, through fts sec-
retary, William H. Crane, to issue
the following statement:

*“The Board of Health has provided
Article 12, Section 1, in its health
code relative to rummage sales. It
reads as follows:

“8ection 1—No person shall con-
duct a rummage sale (80 called) in
any dwelling or other building in the
Borough of Rockaway without writ-
ten permission of the Board of
Health signed by its President and
attested by its secretary.

“Bection 2-—Any person, corpora-
tion or association, or persons, violat-
ing this article: shall be subject to a
penalty of not more than one hun-
dred ($100.00) dollars.
