~ Instead of Relief

Emergency Rellef May Become Thing
of the Past, Mayor Gerard
" Belleves

Emergencey relief, Mayor William
Gerard told the Rockaway Record
vesterday, will probably  become
thing of the past before long and
substituted by n public works pro-
pram,

The State Emergency Relief Ad-
ministration, Mayor Gerard sald, has
practically decided to call a halt to
the present plan of relief for the un-
employed and urge all municipali-
ties to Join In carrying out a public
works p\r\ourum that will furnish em-
ployment and cash wages for the
working man instead of food orders
which has been the custom under the
present relief system, Mayor Gerard
said that he had been asked to esti-
mate the cost of some possible pub-
le works project that  might be
executed in Rockaway and that he
had recommended the construction
of u pipe lne from Beach street to
the river to take care of the dratnage
of surface waler in that vieinity at
a cost of about $2,000, this figure
representing the price of materinl, It
is understood, Mayor Gerard said,
that the state will pay 33 per cent
of the materinl cost of this work.
For the second time within the
past two months the residents  of
Beach strect last Thursday evening
petitioned the Common Council to do
gomething to eliminste the alleged
damage to thetr property received
from time to time due to the inade-
quete drainage of surface water fol-
lowing a heavy rainstorm.
