Survey of Educational System
Result in Reorganiza-
fion

School financial problems are still
acute in many districts, in spite of
the fact that the voters decided at
the general election to authorize the
State to issue bonds to aid needy
districts, according to the views of
a united group of women, who will
confer at Trenton this winter, with
a view to instituting a united plan
of action.

The move to call the women to-
gether is being sponsored by Mrs.
Thera Holzworth, legislative chair-
man of the New Jeresy Branch of
the American Assoclation of Uni-
versity Women. She plans to en-
tertain at luncheon soon, inviting
the ‘legislative chairmen of other
State organizations of women, which
are interested in education.
