"LIVING PEBBLES"
FOUND ON ISLANDS

Sample* Brought Back by
Smithsonian Scientist.

Washington. — "Living pe-bbles"
are among the curiosities of nature
secured by Dr. Waldo L. Sclimltt,
curator of marine Invertebrates of
the SmltliHonlan institution, along
the sliores of tiie Galapagos laliiuds.

Doctor .Scliinitt has Just returned
after taking part In the Galapagos
expedition of Capt. G. Allen lion-
cock of Los Angelea. He collected
for the Smithsonian (he crabs and
shrimpy of these Isolated Islands,
securing hundreds of specimens of
some species hitherto known to ftci-
ence only by one or tno Individuals.

The "living pebbles"—otherwise
known us leucosild crabs—were
among the special objectives of the
expedition. They are tiny animals
with rough shells of the same color
as the beach snml in which they
live. They look exactly like coral
pedulea About the only way lo
detect tliem in to see them move.
They represent one of the most ef-
fective concealment devices in na-
ture, Smithsonian biologists say.

Doctor SclmiiK also collected nu-
merous fresh water crustaceans on
Islands practically devoid of fre«li
water, whose life cycle illustrates
another remarkable biological ph&-
nomenon. They appear at the be-
ginning of the rainy seuaon In mud
puddles and rain filled depressions
in the lava crust. Here they Iny
their eggs. The rainy season Is brief
and the burning tropical sun soon
dries up the puddles. The adults,
unable to exist without water, per-
inli.

Hut, curiously enough, the eggs
will not hatch unless they are dried
out and again dampened. They are
baked Into the mud. Life remains
dormant In them until the next rainy
season. The dormancy may last for
several years. 15ut as soon as ruin
fails they hatch and the strange life
story Is rcpy.'it(Ml.

The anlmulR of this kind collected
on the GalnpnRos rany throw light'
on the pant history of the Islands.
If they are closely related to the
species found on the American con-
tinent they may uftord evidence of
an ancient land connection.

In the case of pnper money, the
notes are used only once—they cir-
culate in the market and are then
crchanged nt the bunk for fresh is-
sues. Notes once used In Billings-
gate market never loBe the- peculiar
odor.
