The Year of Jubliee,

A pustoral letler from Bishop Corrigan way
read inall the Roman Catholie churches ont
Sanduy aunotncing {0 the clergy sud laity of
thiy diocese that he had received au enely-
clical Jetter from the Pope, orderivg o great
jubilee toall the fuithful during the year
1875, The Bishop's lctter besides sunyuuc-
ing the event explains the objects and condi-
tions reqnired fo seeure the beuefit of it
Thin jubilee vacurs evory twenty-ive yewan,
being suggested by the year of remision,
when the peaple rested from Iubor, debte were
canceled, slvos set free, property that had
Been nlivnuted restored to the originul own-
ers, religious sexrvices werobeld, and trust in
Divine Yrovidence wi renewed. The form
now vbatrved a8 o * Plenory indulgence” was
orduiucd by Pope Paal IL in 1470, and the
Auny Sado wis ebserved by pilgrimages to
Roie, where amugements were puspended
aud religlous duties enforeed.

1875, the Pope granta plenary indulgences,
with the remission and pardon of sins to oll
the fuithful who shall for fiftcen doys visit
tho churches of their homes or stopping pla-
‘ces. Bislop Cortigun prescribes that b is
uacesary in Joculities where there is only
one churel, t0 make ns many viita to it as
one would ke in visiting the prescrived
number of chnrches, where seversl exist.
Now he Haly Father prescribes that durlng
the caurse of the present year one jnust de-
voutly visit ouce a day, for fifteen days, which
doys need uot follow each other in immedi-
nto muccession, the Calledrl or principal
chureh of the place in which he lives,
and lhree other churches to be desig-
nated by tho Ordinary, In the cities whore
thebe are severil churchen the ones taba vig-
ited aro pamed, bat in sli other parts of the
dogese; the: parish church must be visited
fonr thues o day for fifteen different das.
